OW did you come to be here on earth? Did
H you just happen, an accident of blind, unin-

telligent, unknowing, lifeless EVOLUTION?
Or were you put here and given life by an all-knowing,
all-intelligent, purposeful, /iring Supreme God, who
designed and created the human mind and body?

Let me tell you— and I can prove it, and so can
you if you are willing— that the Great Creator
brought YoU into existence on this earth FOR A GREAT
AND MIGHTY PURPOSE!

You were born into a world which has developed
a certain type civilization. The instant you were born
you knew — NOTHING! But your eyes opened, you
looked about, and knowledge of what you saw
began registering in your memory — began putting
knowledge into your mind. Your ears heard sounds,
and thus additional knowledge entered through the
sense of hearing. Very elementary at first, but grad-
ually, each bit of new knowledge, entering your mind
through your sense of taste, smell, feel, sight and
hearing, was added to what had previously been stored
there.

Gradually you came to know, and take up with,
the customs, ways, generally accepted ideas and beliefs
of this world. You accepted them, took them for
granted without question.

Some of them were good — but many of them
were BAD. But you took them for granted without
realizing they were bad.

You were born with a nature. We call it human
nature. Few people realize what it is. Human nature
has a spiritual side, and a physical side. On its spiritual
side, it is pure VANITY. Vanity loves and tends to exalt
the SELF. It is sELF-centered. It is selfish and greedy.
It 1s this way naturally. On its physical side, there are
the five senses, and the PULL of these senses to crave
to be satisfied. Exercise of these senses can produce
sensations of pleasure. Some of these sensual pleasures
are healthy, uplifting and coop. But many are injuri-
ous, harmful and BaD. Yet the bad ones cry out for
gratification — probably far more than the good. Thus

human nature exerts an automatic, impulsive PULL
toward selfishness, greed, vanity, jealousy, envy, hatred,
and toward the lusts (wrong desires ) of the flesh.

Human nature makes it come naturally to resent
and resist authority over one. A child tends to resist
the authority of his parents. We grow up with a
natural attitude of hostility toward any authority,
whether from man or Gob.

Human nature wants to BE good — that is, to
believe it is good —to be considered good. It just
doesn’t want to DO good.

Because Goob is the way of God’s invisible, in-
exorable, spiritual Law. That LAW is, simply LOVE.
It is love toward God in the form of trusting and will-
ing OBEDIENCE to God’s every command and direction,
knowing it is for our highest good. It is Jove toward
God in the form of being Gob-centered — having the
mind continually (consciously or sub-consciously) in
contact with God, relying on God, seeking guidance
from God, worshipful in the sense of gratitude, obe-
dience, faith and complete trust. It is love toward
fellow MAN — in the sense of outgoing concern, eqxal
1o love and concern for self.

Now NO MAN exercises that kind of love
naturally. You simply were not born with that kind
of love.

You DON’T HAVE IT!

That is, not unless you have received it from God
through His GIFT of His Holy Spirit.

THAT love — God’s love — that of His Holy
Spirit — travels a certain road. It is the road that
leads to peace, to happiness, to confident assurance,
security, well-being, ENJOYMENT without kickbacks,
prosperity — every good thing the heart desires.

Everyone wants that resu/s.

That is to say, everyone wants to have the
RESULT of doing good.

But no one, it seems, naturally wants to Go that
way — to Do good.

That way — doing good — is the way of God’s
Law.

This world is »ot FULL of happiness, peace,
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joy, and universal prosperity. It is pretty well filled
with strife — in the home, in business, in politics, in
war between nations. It is pretty well filled with un-
happiness, frustrations, insecurity. It is pretty well filled
with crime and violence, with broken homes and un-
happy quarreling homes, with sickness and disease,
with frustrations, failures, tragedies.

Now Gob is #not the author of all these troubles
in the world.

God has, FOR A GREAT PURPOSE, made humans
free moral agents, and alloted six thousand years for
mankind to make a choice — whether to accept God’s
government over him, to be ruled by God’s Law of
LOVE — or whether to set up his own ideas of man-
made government, following what comes naturally —
HUMAN NATURE.

That six thousand years is about up. When it is
— a very few more years, perhaps less than 10 — God
Almighty is going to step in, intervene supernaturally
and in divine POWER abolish governments and ways of
society — rule all nations with Gop’s laws — and
BRING PEACE AND HAPPINESS TO HUMANITY !

HOW can that be done?

It’s simple!

There is A WAY of personal, group, and organized
living that will automatically produce that utopia. And
there is A WAy that has, for 6,000 years, produced
curses, war, strife and violence, frustration, failure —
everything this world has.

God is simply going to enforce, with divine Power,
His Way.

It is a theoretical WAY that
would destroy what little good there might be in this
world’s society. It is the most false of false hopes.

But YOoU can have a part in actually bringing
PEACE, happiness, joy and abundance to humanity. God
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Almighty is going to do it — whether or not you have
a part in it! But He is not going to do it alone. He is
going to take certain human beings, born in the very
LIKENESS of God, who REPENT of their carnal human
nature — who cry out to God to CHANGE that nature,
and give them the matchless supreme cirr of His
divine LOVE that will travel THE WAY toward peace,
happiness and joy.

These are they who, through real repentance of
what they are as well as what they have done, through
faith in the sacrifice of Jesus Christ as well as in His
resurrected LIFE and POWER, are forgiven their guilty
past, given contact with God, changed, converted, re-
ceiving His HoLy Spirit, being begotten as His CHIL-

OTHING is so astonishing as the
truth! It /s often stranger than
fiction. Most people who attend

church regularly, or even occasionally,
would be really surprised if they should
probe into their own minds far enough
to ask wHy they go, and just WHAT is
their religious belief — and wHY?

Do You KNOW?

As a baby, I was taken to church. As
a child, T was taken to Sunday school
and church. It was a Quaker church. 1
attended church until I was eightecn.
Then T began attending the theatre, the
athletic contests, or dances. When we
were married, my wifc and 1 felt we
ought to attend church. We looked over
the churches in the gencral area of our
home, selected one that was convenient,
respectable, with a modern building, a
friendly and personable  pastor, and
members we liked socially.

But wHY did we join? Wy did we
attend church?

Well, we just fclt we ought to —
that’s about all. Did we stop to analyze
why we ought to attend church? Well,
no. We supposed all people showld
attend church, should they not? We
probably didn’t think much about whby!
But hasn’t everybody always Aeard that
one should go to church? It scems we
had.

Most  people simply assume, take
for granted, and accept without ques-
tion what they’ve always heard. Usually
they don’t know wy.

What Did We Believe?
Did we have a definite religion?
Reflecting back, my answer would have

to be “No.” How about you?
What did we believe? Well, we had

little shocking — and illuminating!

no deep-rooted convictions. We be-
lieved, of course, those things we had
most often heard in church, We sup-
posed there is a hcaven and hell — an
ever-burning hell. We bclieved — or
supposed  we  did — in the
tality of the soul. We believed 1n
Sunday, and Christmas and New Year’s
and Easter, and from boyhood 1 had
heard the pastor talk about a few
weird things, or namcs, or somcthing

immor-

that had absolutely no mecaning to me
“Antioch,”
“justification,”  “dead
in trespasses and sins.” Of course 1
knew all those things came out of the
Bible — but then, I always said: T just

— “Pentecost,” “grace,”

“sanctification,”

can’t understand the Bible.”
And, speaking of the Bible, what

does the average churchgoer think about -

the Bible? I think that in those years 1
was typical of many. It was “the Good
Book.” T did, in a way, regard it with a
certain superstitious awe. It was beyond
my comprehension. Of course T assumed
our church got its beliefs out of the
Bible. The preacher could understand it.
But then, too, I grew up looking on the
minister as a person different from the
rest of us. He was a sort of holy man,
not tempted to sin or to enjoy the
wordly pleasures like the rest of us. He
was like a man from another world. But
the Bible was the Book men laid their
hands on when taking the oath of office.
And it was the one Book 1 should have
been too embarrassed to carry down the
street.

Did 1 look on it as “the Word of
God”? Well, yes, 1 suppose so. But
then T never thought of it in specific
terms as the message, the instruction of
God, to give man the explanation of

what he is, and why he is here, and
where he is going, and how he ought to
live, and how he can be happy, and
prosperous, and enjoy life more.

Somechow “religion” was for Sunday
morning — cxcept that 1 had been
taught that its prohibitions lasted all day
Sunday. It was sin to go to the theatre
on Sunday, and it was a sin to dance, or
smoke, or swear, or “drink” at any time
— and even theatregoing was “worldly”
and probably a sin at any time. Playing
cards was sin, too. Aside from a few
such things, I had no idea what my
church beliered.

Except for a few such church teach-
ings, “rcligion” was for Sunday morn-
ing and had no connection whatever
Of course
church membership often supplies a
portion of one’s social life, and many
men attend to make wvaluable business
contacts.

Religion? Well, vaguely I had heard
that Adam was the first man, and that

with my life otherwise.

he sinned, and “fell” — whatever that
meant. As a result I vaguely conceived
that life was like a one-way trip on a
train. Because of Adam, the switch in
the track at the end of the line is
thrown to shoot us all down to hell. So
I supposed we needed to “get saved,” al-
though T had been taught that T had a
“birthright membership” in the church,
so I guessed 1 probably was already
“saved” — at least T don’t remember
that T ever worried about it. When one
is “savcd,” the switch in the track at the
end of life’s journcy is then thrown so
that, when he gets to the end of the
line he will be shot instantly up to
heaven, “to be with the Lord” in man-
sions above, “over the river,” or “on the
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other shore,” wherever all that was. Any-
way, it was “up yonder” and when they
called the roll, T took it for granted 1
was going to be there.

And what was my idea of Gop —
and of Christ and of the devil?
Well, God was One to fear and be ap-
peased, in a way — and yet, if we
pleased Him, He could make things
break our way for us. If we faced a
frightful tragedy and possible death,
crying out to Him might save us. But
generally, T think T rather took it for
granted that God didw’t want us to be
happy or enjoy life — He certainly
frowned on all
Christ, however, was more kind and

worldly  pleasures.
loving — He was our Saviour. Above
all, neither God nor Christ were REAL
to me — they were in reality “far off.”
Now these were not definite, concrete
beliefs or decp-rooted convictions. They
were just ethereal, vague assumptions. ]
never gave them deep or specific
thought. T just took them for granted,
supposing  everybody  believed
things. My mind was focused on the
material interests of the moment —
things closer to hand. As I said, religion
was for Sunday. It had no relation to or

these

connection with the rest of life as a
whole — my school, fun, play, hobbies,
and, as I grew older, business, philos-
ophies and beliefs.

What a “Bible Christian” Is Like

But when T was 34 years of age, my
religious nonchalance was rudely jolted.
My wife and I were visiting my parents
in Salem, Oregon. Mrs. Armstrong re-
turned from a visit with one of my
a neighbor. This
woman semed to be a sort of “Bible
Christian.” She had handed her Bible
to my wife and asked her to read a

certain passage aloud. Then, without any
comment whatever, she asked my wife to
turn to another passage and read it aloud
— then another and another. All these
passages seemed to connect in an orderly
sequence.

“Why!” exclaimed my wife in aston-
ishment, “this is not what I've always
been taught! Have I always been led to
believe just the opposite of what the
Bible teaches?”

“Well, don’t ask mc,” smiled my
mother’s ncighbor. “I didn’t teach you a
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word. You just read it yourself out of
the Bible.”

Mrs. Armstrong came running to tell
me what she had discovered. Suddenly
her religious belief had been changed.
To me, she had become a religious
fanatic. What she had read out of the
Bible was diametrically contrary to the
general teachings of the churches. T was
angered, furious. Argument did no good.
She had all the answers — and right
out of the Bible. This was the incident
that challenged and angered me into the
first real study of the Bible of all my
life.

1 said, “You can’t tell mec that all
these churches are wrong. I know they
get what they believe out of the Bible!”
So I devoted six months to intensive,
almost night and day, research and
study to try to find, 71z the Bible, what I
had been taught in church. I, too, was
astounded to find just the opposite. I
obtained the literature of churches sup-
porting their beliefs. I searched the
commentaries, the lexicons, the Bible
encyclopedias. 1 scarched out the argu-
ments of higher criticism on  these
points. T tricd my best to overthrow my
wife’s new Bible beliefs — but they
definitely were in the Bible. T entered
an in-depth research of the theory of
evolution. I studied Lamarck, Darwin,
Hacckel, Huxley, Spencer, Voght. T al-
most doubted the existence of God, re-
scarched science and  philosophy, and
PROVED irrcfutably that the all-intelligent
personal Creator God docs exist. Then 1
put the Bible to the test — and by sev-
cral infallible proofs, PROVED it to be
the very revelation of the living God to
mankind, carrying final AUTHORITY,

Now I was no longer carelessly as-
suming or taking for granted without
question what T had heard or what
others accepted. 1 was proving what was
true. And it was ot what 1 wanted to
accept. Rather, it wounded my pride. It
was humiliating. It was traumatic. It
brought me to the most difficult decision
of my life — to admit not only that 1
had been wrong — but to sce my own
self, for the first time, as I really as
— an abhorrent, rebellious, vain human
who was evil by nature and unworthy
of God’s grace and mercy and love.

It was a bitter decision — I now
felt my life was worthless, but I told
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God that if He could use such a worth-
less life, I would give it to Him in
unconditional surrender.

At last, once T swallowed my pride,
admitted defeat, was humbled, had re-
pented, and accepted the Christ of the
Bible — a different Christ than I had
previously pictured — I had found the
true SOURCE for belief.

What a difference there is between
professed “Christians” who are church-
goers, and a truc BisrLr Christian! 1
Eiow that difference because I have
been both!

Regardless of whether one has been
angered into an hooest study of the
Bible, as I was, or whether he had ncver
been to church or heard anything else in
the first place, or wHY he looks into the
Bible for himself, he will find the same
thing there that I found — /f he is hon-
est and willing.

belief, if he had a Bible and was able to
read, would be a total stranger to many

of these things T was taught in church
— he would see, in the Bible, just what
everybody else does who looks into it
honestly.

What's wrong, then? When today’s
“enlightened” clecgy, and its  theo-
logical scminaries where young min-
isters are educated, spend more time try-
ing to determine how much of the Bible
they wish to classify as myth, and how
fittle as truth — when only 1% of theo-
logical students, by actual survey, be-
licve in any “second coming” of Christ

The word “proph-
et” in the English language means es-
sentially the same thing — “one who
speaks by divine inspiration as the inter-
preter or spokesman of God,” whether
it be a message of duty and warning, or
a prediction of future events.

A prophet is one who speaks for

God; hence, the prefix pro (from the
Greek language — from which our
word prophet is derived) which means
“for” and “before.” So that a prophet is
one who speaks for God, or one who
tells before — one who predicts, fore-
tells, prophesies.

Common Misconceptions

Many people falsely assume all proph-
ecies are merely dire foretellings of
catastrophic events, of the wrathful ven-
geance of a harsh God who is about to
descend with terrible fury upon His
hapless subjects here below!

This is FAR from the truth! Many of
the prophecies foretell a time of peace,
of happiness, of restoration, of joy, of
great prosperity and physical wealth for
those who are serving God.

Many prophecies merely foretell, in
advance, certain events which are to
happen, the rise and fall of nations, the
course of world affairs!

Prophecy 15 a chronicle of the great
PLAN God is working out here below!
It describes this plan in defail, showing
how God kwew it would work out,
according to human nature, together

with other special interventions of God.
Prophecy is HISTORY written in ad-
vance!

Who Were the Prophets?

The prophets were not a special hier-
archy, a guild, or a certain “class” of
men! Many of them were chosen from
various of the twelve tribes of Israel,
and, unlike those of the tribe of Levi,
were not born into their office.

“...The prophecy came not in old
time by the wz/l of man: but holy men
of God spake as they were moved by the
Holy Spirit” (II Peter 1:21).

Daniel was a Jew, of the tribe of
Judah, one of the princes of the nation,
with whom God began to deal — re-
vealing the meaning of Nebuchadnez-
zar’s dreams, and causing Daniel to
write many prophecies which he, him-
self, did not understand ! (Dan. 12:8-9.)

Jeremiah was one *of the priests”
(Jer. 1:1), who argued he was foo
young to become a prophet of God!
Hosea was apparently of Zebulun,
Jonah ran from the call of God, Isaiah
claimed he was a man of wnclean lips,
and dido’t want to prophesy, and
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Zephaniah was one of the princes of
Judah, possibly of the descendants of
Hezekiah. '

As the Holy Spirit inspired Peter to
write, God called His prophets — sent
them with a message as divinely com-
missioned messengers. On many occa-
sions, they had to be made willing to
carry the message of God. These men
WERE NOT SEEKING for some kind of a
“spiritual experience,” they were not
earnestly desiring the office of a “proph-
et,” they were chosen of God!

Notice the way God called Amos!

“The words of Amos, who was
among the hberdmen of Tekoa, which
he sar” (Amos 1:1). Amos was going
about his daily life, among the herd-
men, minding his own business, and
God expressly REVEALED a certain mes-
sage to him. Later, when Amos was ap-
proached by Amaziah, the priest of
Bethel, who told Amos not to prophesy,
but to go into another country, Amos
answered, “. .. 1 was no prophet, neither
was I a prophet’s son; but I was an berd-
man, and a gatherer of sycomore fruit
[margin — wild figs]: and the Eternal
took me as I followed the flock, and
the Eternal said unto me, Go, prophesy
unto my people Israel” (Amos 7:14-
15).

Amos was herding sheep — NOT
“looking” for some kind of religious
“experience” — and God CALLED him!

Who were the prophets? They were
princes, sheepherders, farmers, fisher-
men, or priests. They came from many
different tribes, and God called them at
many different times.

Your Bible says that they were “boly
men of old”! And on these men, to-
gether with the New Testament apos-
tles, is based the very Church of
God! “Now therefore ye are no more
strangers and foreigners, but fellow citi-
zens with the saints, and of the house-
hold of God; and are built upon the
foundation of the apostles amd PROPH-
ETs, Jesus Christ Himself being the
chief cornerstone” (Eph. 2:19-20).

Why Was Prophecy Written?

God selected Jonah as a prophet and,
after making him willing to carry the
message of God, commissioned him to
go to the great city of Nineveh. Jonah
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finally went. Jonah prophesied, lifting
up his voice in loud warning as he tra-
versed the great, sprawling city of Nine-
veh!

Finally, the word came to the king.
The king realized the rerionsness of the
prophecy, and “...arose from his
throne, and he laid his robe from him,
and covered him with sackcloth, and sat
in ashes. And he caused it to be pro-
claimed and published through Nineveh
by the decree of the king and his nobles
saying, Let neither man nor beast, herd
nor flock, taste anything: let them not
feed, nor drink water: But let man and
beast be covered with sackcloth, and cry
mightily unto God....And God saw
their works that they turned from rheir
evil way; and God repented of the evil,
that He had said that He would do unto
them; and He did it not” (Jonzh 3:6-
10).

Notice it! Jonah fulfilled Ais commis-
sion! Jonah’s job of orally shouting the
warning was over! Jonah had been
made willing, bad carried the message
to Nineveh, and Nineveh had actually
REPENTED !

Then — if the prophecy had served
its purpose, if the warning had been
heeded, if Jonah’s commission was over,
why the need of writing the prophecy?

Jonah wroTE the whole thing, and it
forms a part of your Bible today!

Again, notice the 36th chapter of
Jeremiah.

“And it came to pass in the fourth
year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah
king of Judah, that this word came unto
Jeremiah from the Eternal, saying,
Take thee a roll of a book [a scroll],
and write therein all the words that f
bave spoken unto thee against Israel,
and against Judah, and against all the
nations. . .. It may be that the house of
Judah will hear all the evil which I
purpose to do unto them; that they may
return every man from  his evil
way. ... Then Jeremiah called Baruch
the son of Neriah: and Baruch wrote
from the mouth of Jeremiah all the
words of the Eternal, which He had
spoken unto him, upon a roll of a
book” (Jer. 36:1-4).

After the writing of this dire warning
toward Israel and Judah, notice what
happened! “Jeremiah commanded Ba-
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ruch, saying, I am shut up; I cannot go
into the house of the Lord: therefore go
thou, and READ in the roll, which thou
hast written from my mouth, the words
of the Eternal in the ears of the people
in the Eternal’s house upon the fasting
day. ... It may be they will present their
supplication before the Eternal, and will
return every one from his evil way. ...
And Baruch the son of Neriah 4id ac-
cording to all that Jeremiah the prophet
commanded him, reading in the book
the words of the Eternal in the Eternal’s
house” (Jer. 36:5-8).

The people heard it, and also one of
the princes who was present. He carried
the message to other princes, whereupon
they sent Jehudi (verse 14) to tell Ba-
ruch to come to them. He arose, took
the scroll in his hand and began to read
it to them. They then told the king
(verse 20).

Now notice what happened! “So the
king sent Jehudi to fetch the roll: and
he took it out of Elishama the scribe’s
chamber. And Jehudi read it in the ears
of the king, and in the ears of all the
princes which stood beside the king.
Now the king sat in the winterhouse in
the ninth month: and there was a fire on
the hearth burning before him. And it
came to pass, that when Jehudi had read
three or four leaves [columns] he [the
king] cut it with the penknife, and cast
it into the fire that was on the hearth,
until all the roll was consumed in the
fire that was on the hearth” (verses
21-23). The king then commanded
(verse 26) that Baruch and Jeremiah
be seized. However, they escaped, being
hidden of God.

Stop and think for a moment. God
had revealed a message to Jeremiah. Jer-
emiah had caused the message to be
WRITTEN. The message had then
reached a4/l the people. Then all the
princes heard it. Finally, it reached the
KING! On this occasion, unlike Nine-
veh, neither the king, the princes, nor
the people repented!

However, the purpose of the proph-
ecy was fulfilled — wasn’t it? Every-
one had HEARD, orally, the exact words
of this amazing prophecy read in their
own ears!

But — 1F the whole purpose of this
prophecy had already been fulfilled, and
if there were not a pUAL application ---
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if there were not yet a FUTURE
fulfillment of this prophecy — THEN
WHY DID GOD CAUSE EVERY
WORD TO BE WRITTEN THE SEC-
OND TIME?

“Then the word of the Eternal came
to Jeremiah, AFTER that the king had
burned the roll, and the words which
Baruch wrote at the mouth of Jeremiah,
saying, Take thee again another vroll,
and write in it ALL THE FORMER WORDS
that were in the firss roll, which
Jehoiakim the king of Judah hath
burned” (Jer. 36:27-28).

Do you sce? God caused every single
word and other words besides to be
WRITTEN the second time! He caused
Jonah to prophecy even
though the city repented. God wanted
these words preserved! God wanted
them to come right on down to our time

— now!

Written for OUR DAY'!

The very PURPOSE for writing one
single word of prophecy is to preserve
the prophecies for future generations!
God saw to it, even by intervening in a
divine miracle, that His sacred words
were to be preserved to all generations.

Here’'s part of the reason: “Now
these things were onr examples, to the
intent we should not lust after evil
things, as they also lusted” (1 Cor.
10:6). God caused these prophecies to
be written for our examples, today!
“Now all these things happened unto
them for ensamples, and they are WriT-
TEN for owxr admonition, upon whom
the ends of the world are come” (I Cor.
10:11).

God caused the prophecies to be writ-
ten to sHow His servants how world
conditions would work out. “The Reve-
lation of Jesus Christ, which God gave
unto Him, to show unto His servants
things which must shortly come to
pass; and He sent and signified it by His
angels unto His servant John” (Rev.
1:1).

Why? Se His servants in this modern
age can come to wnderstand the proph-
ecies, preaching and publishing them
to the modern nations for whom they
were intended! Read Ezekiel 33!

God makes an ironclad promise that
He will NOT cause any major world
condition to occur, that He will not in-
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tervene in world affairs, unless His ser-
vants — those who are members of the
very body of Jesus Christ — know
about it first! “Surely the FEternal God
will do nothing but He REVEALETH His
secret unto His servants the prophets”
(Amos 3:7).

One full third of the Bible is
prophecy — and about 90% of all that
prophecy still pertains to OUR DAY —
right wow!

The Amazing Prophecy of Ezekiel

Notice what happened to Ezekiel !
“ .1 was among the captires by the
River of Chebar. .. and 1 saw visions
of God” (Ezek. 1:1). Read the first
chapter of Ezekicl! Here is a picture of
the very throne of the One who later
became Jesus Christ! Ezekiel saw a great
whirlwind (verse 4) in the midst of
which were four living creatures (verse
5), carrying, over their heads, an ex-
panse of translucent material (verse 22)
the color of glass, or crystal. On this
expanse of beautiful, crystal-like mate-
rial, was a throne! (Verse 26.)

Seated on the throne was One “as the
appearance of a man above upon it. And
[ saw as the colour of amber, as the ap-
pearance of fire round about within it,
from the appearance of His loins even
upward [compare with Rev. 1:13-16]
and from the appearance of His loins
even downward, I saw as it were the
appearance of fire, and it had brightness
round about. ... THIS wWas the appear-
ance of the likeness of the glory of the
Lord”! (Ezek. 1:26-28.)

Ezekiel then heard a voice (chapter
1:28) and the voice said, “Son of man,
stand upon thy feet, and I will speak
unto thee. And He said unto me, Son
of man...I do send thee unto them;
and thou shalt say unto them, THuUs
salTH THE Lorp ETERNAL” (Ezek.
2:1, 3, 4,).

Ezekiel was being sent with a message
by the Eternal, the Lord of the Old Tes-
tament — who 75 Jesus Christ of the
New Testament!

But Ezckiel was 7n captivity. He was
sent to the House of Israel! He was also
given prophecies against the Ammonites
(25:2), against Moab (25:8), against
Edom (25:12), against the Philistines
(25:15), against Tyre (26:2-3),
against Egypt (29:2); and against
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other nations, a great distance from his
location in Babylon.

But Ezekiel was in captivity. The
word of the Eternal came to him, giving
him these messages — commissioning
him to warn these specific nations!

But Fzekiel was never released to GO
to these nations!

A Captive Jew

Imagine it! Picture, if you can, a
young Jewish Jad in a concentration
camp in Germany, during World War
11. Let's suppose Almighty God reveals
to him startling visions, symbolizing
what s to happen to Egypt, Japan,
Great Britain and the United States!
God tells him to “get you unto Egypt,
Japan, Britain and the United States.”

Are his German captors going to be-
lieve he has reccived such a message?
Even if they b — is it feasible they
would Jet him go, in order to travel all
about the world during a time of war-
fare, reaching the leaders of these na-
tions? Even if he couLp feasibly travel
from place to place, is it possible any-
one with such a message, claiming to be
a prophet sent from God, would be ush-
ered right intc the White House of the
President of the United States, into the
Imperial Palace in Tokyo, or to No. 10
Downing Street in London?

Of course not!

Fzekiel never reached these nations!

Instead, ke WROTE the prophecies!

Do you realize that Ezekiel, a young
captive Jew, in a veritable “concentra-
tion camp” in Babylon, was given proph-
ecies toward Israel over 120 years
after Israel had already gone into a cap-
tivity? And that He never reached the
Tsraelites with the message?

Ezekiel saw visions of impending de-
struction upon Israel “in the fifth day of
the month, which was the fifth year of
King Jeboiachin’s captivity”  (Ezek.
1:2-3). Jehoiachin went into captivity
in 596 B.C. The fifth ycar brings us to
about 592 B.C., or over 125 years daffter
the removal of the last of the remaining
northern tribes, 721-718 B.C.

HOW to Understand Prophecy!

There are dcfinite £eys to the under-
standing of Biblical prophecy. Most
have never understood what those keys
are! The keys to prophecy have become
lost!

Of grear importance is the modern
identity of the nations mentioned in
Bible prophecy.

Also, in ancient times, when a prophet
of God came to a king (such as the
king of Nineveh) the message was
sometimes beliered, and a great REFORM
effected. From time to time, as God sent
judges and prophets, there were certain
reformys carried out in Israel. At least
soME kings of Israel recogiized these
prophets spoke, not according to their
own cleverly devised human reasoning,
but according to the divinely inspired
words of God!

Today, prophecy seems to be a weird,
fanatical sort of “rcligious ax-grinding,”
having no bearing on actual  fact
or present-day world conditions.

What a sHOCK lies ahead for world
leaders!

You caN understand Biblical proph-
ccy. Here's how: God told Danicl
the words which he had received were
closed and sealed — but only UNTIL a
certain time. Read it! “And he said, Go
thy way, Danicl: for the words are
closed up and sealed TILL the time of
the end.

“Thus saith the Eternal, The heaven is
my throne, and the earth is my foot-
stool: where is the house that ye build
unto me? and where is the place of my
rest? For all those things hath mine
hand made, and all those things have
been, saith the Eternal: but to this man
will T look, even to him that is poor and
of a contrite spirit, and TREMBLETH at
my word!” (Isa. 66:1, 2).

The mere BEGINNING of wisdom is to
fear God. Next, one must learn to re-
spect, to fear, to TREMBLE before the
divinely inspired w«ord of God!

Today people say, “Well, I know the
Bible says that — but here’s the way [/
look at it!”

God Reveals the Future

Do you realise that approximately
one third of your Bible is prophery?

the vast universe with all its order and
complexity would NOT reveal to man
the major cataclysmic events which are
soon to befall mankind?

God has always sent His servants to
every generation to reveal beforehand
the world-shattering events which He
was about to bring to pass — and our
generation is no exception.

God sent Noah to warn the antedilu-
vians that a worldwide flood would soon
occur.

Later, in the time of Abraham, He
sent Lot to warn the perverts of Sodom
and Gomorrah — before He rained
down fiery destruction from heaven.

Repeatedly throughout the Old Testa-
ment you will find that God sent His
servants the prophets to warn cities, na-
tions and empires of calamities which
were about to crush them.

True, very few ever heeded.

But they twere WARNED nonetheless!

Then God sent Jesus Christ to warn
the nation of Judah and the city of Je-
rusalem that the cruel Roman legions
would soon level their fair city to the
ground, slaughter many of their peo-
ples, and scatter the remnant to the ends
of the earth (see Luke 19:41.44). But,
did they heed?

History shows they didn’t. Their
awful fate has been indelibly stamped



on mankind’s record book by Josephus
and others. It is in the secular record —
if you wish to read it.

God’s servant Daniel understood that
it is God who reveals the secrets regard-
ing the future: “But there is a God in
heaven that revealeth secrets, and
maketh known to the king Nebuchad-
nezzar what shall be in the latter days”
(Dan. 2:28).

Daniel then proceeded to reveal to
King Nebuchadnezzar what God had
shown him — that there would be four
great world-ruling kingdoms on the
earth from that time until the coming of
the Messiah — Babylon, Medo-Persia,
Greece, Rome.

Notice how the Apostle Peter ex-
plained the importance of prophecy —
and of the necessity for allowing God
to interpret it: “We have also a4 more
SURE WORD OF PROPHECY, where-
unto ye do well that ye take heed, as
unto a /light that shineth in a dark
place, until the day dawn, and the
day star arise in your hearts” (II Peter
1:19).

This “sure word of prophecy” — this
“fresh confirmation of the Prophetic
Word” as Moffatt translates the same
Greek phrase — gives us the all-
important “light” which reveals the
future. “Knowing this first, that no
prophecy of the scripture is of any

ptivate interpretation. For the prophecy
came not in old time by the will of
man: but holy men of God spake as
they were moved by the Holy Spirit”
(II Peter 1:20, 21).

We can never rightly understand the
prophecies of the Bible unless and until
we learn to Jet God and God alone in-
terpret His own prophecies,

Why Neglect Prophecy?

Why is it that the average Christian
— or even the average clergyman —
makes little or no effort to study and
understand God’s prophecies?

Did God put these prophecies (one
third of the whole Bible) in His Word
metely to take up space? Or, did He
want us to wnderstand them? It is of
course true that God did not necessarily
intend 4!l of the prophecies to be #nder-
stood at the time they were written.
Daniel explained this very clearly:
“And I heard, but I understood ot
then said I, O my Lord, what shall be
the end of these things? And he said,
Go thy way, Daniel: for the words are
closed up [to human understanding}
and sealed till the time of the end. ...
None of the wicked shall understand,;
but the wire shall understand” (Dan.
12:8-10).

God intended that we .understand
these things in the “time of the end” —

today’'s world! We can understand
Bible prophecies today — if we are
willing!

Is God silent about the major nations
and power blocy now extant on earth?
Is it reasonable that He would give
detailed prophecies regarding many

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UNITED EUROPE — DREAM OF CENTURIES —
Kings, Kaisers, Popes and Statesmen have for hun-
dreds of years since the Fall of Rome in 476 A.D.

Before answering these questions, we
need to examine the parpose for which
the Common Market was originally
created by its European architects.

True, the architects of the Rome
Treaty had economic unity in mind, but
POLITICAL unity was to be the second
and final stage in the development of
the Common Market community of na-
tions.

Common Market’s Final Aim —
Political Union

Notice this significant statement:
“From the beginning, the final aim of
Europeans [referring to the members of
the Common Market] has been the
creation of a European FEDERATION.
From 1950 onwards, the Six members
of the existing economic Communities
entered into the process of economic in-
tegration, the end of which was to be A
POLITICAL COMMUNITY ...” (Uniting
Europe, a Europe House Publication,
published by The Campaign for Eu-
rope {emphasis ours]).

This same book continues: “The ‘Re-
launching’ of European wnity has today
become a real possibility. ... Most im-
portant of all, the age-0ld suspicions be-
tween the people themselves — and es-
pecially among the younger generations
— are being gradually replaced by «
new sense of Envopearn identity. ... But
there is a long way to go towards that
‘ever closer #nion of the peoples of Eu-

rope’ sought in the preamble to the
Rome Treaty . ..to point the way for-
ward in the poLiTicAL field is less easy
than in the EcoNoMic field. . . . For this
very reason, it is all the more essential
to spell out the aims at the beginning,
sctting a 10-12 year timetable wherein
the basic framework of a politically in-
tegrated Europe can be achieved.”

Not long ago Franz Josef Strauss
(former Minister in  the
Kiesinger government) told me  the
same thing. When I asked him just
how long he thought it would take
the Europeans to erect this United States
of Europe -— this Frprrar Europe
which he continually campaigns for —
he said he thought it would take TEN
YEARS to bring about political wnifica-
tion in Europe.

Finance
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Bible prophecy does not usually give
exact dates, but it does indicate that it
will 70/ take that long. Once the move
to wnite Europe really gets rolling, it
will not take long for it to crystallise.

Founding Fathers of Common
Market

Who were the founding fathers of
the Common Market? What were their
aims — their main goals? “The found-
ing fathers, such as Monnet, Schuman,
Adcnauver and De Gasperi, assumed that
economic unity would lead one day to a
loose  political  integration” (Europe’s
Great Leap Forward, by John Cock-
croft).

“The central wltimate aim of the
Brussels institutions is not to complete a
prosperous, dynamic Common Market,

It is to use the
Market system as the fowndation for a
European POLITICAL COMMUNITY to
prevent war between European countries
or between them and Russia” (Britain
and the Common Market, published by
The Daily Telegraph, art. “A Single Eu-
ropean Foreign Policy,” by Walter
Fart).

“For many of us a political strategic
community is the dominant goal; the
economic community of rather less vital
interest except as the necessary road to a
unity of a more general kind” (The
Heartfelt Road to Europe, by Maurice
Green). He then states: “The truth is
that economic, POLITICAL and strategic
unity are deeply interlinked and cannot
be considered separately.”

The well-known British writer, An-
thony Sampson, makes the following
significant statement: “In the alarmed
state of Europe at the time (shortly
after the end of World War II), still
more alarmed by the Korean War, the
plan took shape quickly, embracing ‘the
Six’ — France, Germany, Italy, Hol-
land, Belgium and Luxembourg. The
prime movers in the first three countries
— Schuman, Adenauer, De Gasperi —
were all men who had seen the two
world wars, all passionate believers in
reconciliation, all German speaking, all
Catholics” (The New Europeans).

He then tells why Britain refused to
join *the Six.” “The British were asked
to join, but were too worried by the
supranationalism and by Germany.”

Catholic Common Market — To
Combat Communism

What was the aim of these “prime
movers” of the U. S.-of-Europe move-
ment?

“Primarily their afm was to create a
powerful superstate out of the Catholic
countries bordering the Rhine and the
Alps: a bastion of Christian civilization
against the communist and socialist
threat at home and abroad.... They
were inclined to lump commanism and
socialism together as the common athe-
14 enemy. ... But their main aim was
to create a federal state in which
Frenchmen, Italians, and Germans
would find a new patriotism” (The
General Says No, by Nora Beloff.)

This same author goes on to mention
that: “The new FEurope which did
emerge was overwhelmingly Catholic
and deeply marked by three leaders:
Robert Schuman of France, Adenauer
of the Federal Republic, and De Gas-
peri, the Prime Minister of Italy....
All were practising Catholics with a
deep sense of common purpose; all re-
garded the coal and steel pool as a first
step towards full federal union. But
none of them shared Monnet's desire to
bring Britain in.”

Some have even questioned whether
there is really much desire by some Con-
tinentals to bring liberal-thinking, Prot-
estant England into this prosperous
Catholic Common Market Community.

Harry B. Ellis, in his book, The Com-
mon Market, speaks of some of the
ideas (or trends) regarding Enropean
unity which were being bandied about
Europe before the creation of the Com-
mon Market. He states: “The second
trend was conservative and Roman
Catholic, aspiring to a cluster of Catho-
lic states — France, West Germany,
ltaly, possibly Spain and Portugal —
which would form A CHRISTIAN Bas-
TION AGAINST COMMUNISM and, in the
thoughts of some, against socialism as
well. General de Gaulle ... at first had
conceived of Ewropean unity in terms of
a combination of France, Italy, Portugal
and Spain. Others who shared this gen-
eral Catholic orientation were Alcide de
Gasperi of Italy and the West German
leader, Konrad Adenauer” (The Com-
mon Market, by Harry B. Ellis.)

Then Mr. Ellis mentions that all of
the Six Common Market countries are
Catholic — except one. “In the Com-
mon Market today only Holland of the
six member states is predominantly
Protestant.” Actually, both Holland and
West Germany are half Protestant and
half Catholic.

Some have wondered if one reason
for the Six’s reluctance to accept Great
Britain might be that she is foo liberal
— too Protestant — and, if admitted
into the EEC, might tend to go contrary
to the wishes of the predominantly
Catholic Common Market.

Believe it or not, long ago, God Al-
mighty revealed through the prophecies
of the Bible that the coming United
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" States of Europe would have strong reli-

gious connections.

Here is a rather interesting quote,
from a British news magazine, ToPiC
(March 24, 1962). This article ap-
peared during the time when Britain
was still knocking on the Common Mar-
ket door — before her first rejection by
the Six.

“The Vatican, usually cautious over
political changes not of its own in-
spiration, now considers the Common
Market the work of Divine Providence.
Not since the times of Spain’s Charles
V has a.Roman Catholic political force
been so strongly welded. Not since the
end of the Holy Roman Empire has the
Holy See been offered a Catholic rally-
ing point like the Common Market. If
the ‘Pact of Rome, which created the
Common Market, had been signed
within the Vatican walls, it could not
have favoured the Church more. There
are 134,000,000 Catholics out of a total
population of 175,000,000 in the origi-
nal Six nations. The only Protestant
bloc is in Western Germany, which re-
mains a shaky 51 percent Protestant.
But the 26,000,000 West German Cath-
olics are not a silent minority, and can
be compared to the Irish in America for
aggressiveness, supetb organization in

“politics, and calm optimism for the day

when they become the majority. Mean-
while, they draw comfort knowing that
77 percent of the Six are Catholics.”

Why Catholicism and
Communism Don’t Mix

Not long ago, Herr Strauss mentioned
that he thought Spain and Portugal
would later stand a good chance being
admitted into the Common Market. He
said the political climate was not yet
quite right for them to join the EEC.

There is certainly good reason to be-
lieve that both Spain and Portugal will
eventually become members of the
Common Market. With their Catholic
populations, they would increase consid-
erably the percentage of Catholics in the
Common Market.

Some believe that staunch Catholics
are less apt to turn toward Communism
than more liberal-minded Protestants.
How can one be a devout Catholic —

come from?

You might suppose school
teachers and educators would know. But
do they? How many of you were ever
taught the real origin of Valentine’s
Day — were ever told in school why
you should observe the custom of ex-
changing valentines?

The Silence of Educators

Teachers are all too often silent about

the origin of the customs they are
forced to teach in today’s schools! If
they were to speak out, many would lose
their jobs!

Ist’t it time we examined why we en-
courage our children to celebrate St. Val-
entine’s Day — when it is never so
much as mentioned in the Bible as a
practice of the New Testament Church?

Today, candymakers unload tons of
heart-shaped red boxes for February 14,
while millions of the younger set are
annually exchanging valentines.

tices in the Bible? How did we come to
inherit these customs?

A Christian Custom?

Did you know that centuries before
Christ, the pagan Romans celebrated
February 15 and the evening of Febru-
ary 14 as an idolatrous and sensuous fes-
tival in honor of Lupercus, the “hunter
of wolves”?

The Romans called the festival the
“Lupercalia.”  The custom of ex-
changing valentines and all the other
traditions in honor of Lupercus — the
deified hero-hunter of Rome — was also
linked anciently with the pagan practice
of teen-agers “going steady.” It usually
led to fornication. Today, the custom of
“going steady” is thought very modern.
It isn’t. It is merely a rebirth of an old
custom “handed down from the Roman
festival of the Lupercalia, celebrated in
the month of February, when names of
young women wete put into a box and
drawn out by men as chance directed.”
That’s the admission of the Encyclo-
pedia Americana, article, “St. Valen-
tine’s Day.”

When Constantine made Christianity
the official religion of the Roman Em-
pire, there was some talk in church cir-
cles of discarding this pagan free-for-
all, But the Roman citizens wouldn’t

hear of it! So it was agreed that the
holiday would continue as it was, except
for the more grossly sensual obser-
vances.

It was not until the reign of Pope
Gelasius that the holiday became a
“Christian” custom. “As far back as
496, Pope Gelasius changed Lupercalia
on February 15 to St. Valentine’s Day
on February 14" (p. 172 of Castoms
and Holidays Avound the World by La-
vinia Dobler).

But how did this pagan festival ac-
quire the name of “St. Valentine's
Day”? And why is the little naked
Cupid of the pagan Romans so often
associated today with February 14? And
why do little children and young people
still cut out hearts and send them on a
day in honor of Lupercus the hunter of
wolves? Why have we supposed these
pagan customs in honor of a false god
are Christian?

Who Was the Original
“St. Valentine”?

Valentine was a common Roman
name. Roman parents often gave the
name to their children in honor of the
famous man who was first called Valen-
tine in antiquity. That famous man was
Lupercus, the Aunter. But who was Lu-
percus? — and why should he have also
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borne the name Valentine among the
heathen Romans?

The Greeks called Lupercus by the
name of “Pan.” The Semites called Pan
“Baal,” according to the Classical Dic-
tionaries. Baal — mentioned so often in
the Bible — was merely another name
for Nimrod, “the mighty Awnter”
(Genesis 10:9). The hunter Nimrod
was the Lupercus — or wolf hunter —
of the Romans. And St. Valentine’s Day
was originally a day set aside by the
pagans in his honor!

But why should Nimrod have been
called “Valentine” by the Romans? And
why should the celebration of this day
have been anciently limited to the city
of Rome before Pope Gelasius’ time?
What part did the site of ancient Rome
play in the life of Nimrod?

Valentine comes from the Latin word
Valentinus, a proper name derived from
the word walens, meaning “to be
strong,” declares Webster’s Unabridged
Dictionary. It means literally “strong,
powerful, mighty.” Any connection
with Nimrod? We read in the Bible
that Nimrod was the “MIGHTY
hunter” (Gen. 10:9). It was a common
proverb of ancient time that Nimrod
was “the MIGHTY hunter before the
Lord.” Nimrod was their hero — their
strong man — their VALENTINE!

How plain that the original Valentine
was Nimrod, the mighty hunter of
wolves. Yet another of Nimrod’s names
was  “Sanctus” or “Santa,” meaning
“Saint.” It was a common title of any
hero-god. No wonder that the Roman
Lupercalia is called “Saint Valentine’s
Day” ! i

But why do we associate HEARTS on a
day in honor of Nimrod — the Baal of
the Phoenicians and Semites?

The surprising answer is that the
pagan Romans acquired the symbol of
the heart from the Babylonians. In the
Babylonian tongue the word for heart
was “bal” (see Yowng's or Strong’s
Concordance). The heart — bal — was
merely a symbol of Nimrod — the Baa/
or Lord of the Babylonians'!

Executed at Rome
Nimrod — the original St. Valentine
also known as Saturn, the
Roman-Babylonian god who Aid from
his pursuers in a secret place. The Latin

— was
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word  Saturnr is  derived from the
Semitic-speaking Babylonians, It means
“he hid,” “hide self,” “sccret,” “conceal.”
The original Semitic (Hcbrew) word,
from which the Latin Satusi is derived,
is used 83 times in the Old Testa-
ment (see Young's Concordance under
“Sathar,” also “sether”).

According to ancient tradition,  Sa-
turn (Nimrod) fled from his pursuers
to Ttaly. The Apennine mountains of
Italy were anciently named the moun-
tains of Nembrod or Nimrod. Nimrod
briefly hid out at the site where Rome
was later built. The ancient name of
Rome, before it was rebuilt in 753 B.C,,
was Saturnia — the site of Saturn’s
(Nimrod’s) hiding. There he was
found and slain for his crimes. Later,
professing Christians in Constantine’s
day made Nimrod — the St. Valentine
of the heathen — a Saint of the Church
and continued to honor him under the
name of a Christian martyr.

Why February 14?

But why should the Romans have
chosen February 15 and the evening of
February 14 to honor Lupercus — the
Nimrod of the Bible? (Remember that
days in ancient times began at sunset the
evening before.)

Nimrod — the Baal or sun god of the
ancient pagans — was said to have
been born at the winter solstice. In an-
cient times the solstice occurred on
January 6 and his birthday therefore was
celebrated on January 6. Later, as the
solstice changed, it was celebrated on
December 25 and is now called Christ-
mas. It was the custom of antiquity for
the mother of a male child to present
herself for purification on the fortieth
day after the day of birth. The fortieth
day after January 6 — Nimrod's origi-
nal birthdate — takes us to February 15,
the celebration of which began on the
evening of February 14 —— the Luper-
calia or St. Valentine’s Day.

On this day in February, Semiramis,
the mother of Nimrod, was said to have
been purified and to have appeared for
the first time in public with her son as
the original “mother and child.”

The Roman month February, in fact,
derives its name from the febrwa which
the Roman priests used in the rites cele-
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brated on St. Valentine’s Day. The feb-
rua were thongs from the skins of
sacrificial animals used in rites of
purification on the evening of February
14.

Cupid Makes His Appearance

Another name for the child Nimrod
was “Cupid” — meaning “desire” (En-
cyclopaedia Britaniica, artt., “Cupid”). Tt
is said that when Nimrod’s mother saw
him, she lusted after him — she desired
him. Nimrod became her cupid — her
desired one — and later her Valentine!
So evil was Nimrod’s mother that 7¢ is
said she married ber oun son! Inscribed
on the monuments of ancient Egypt are
inscriptions that Nimrod (the Egyptians
called him Osiris) was “the husband of
his mother.”

As Nimrod grew up, he became the
child-hero of many women who desired
him. He was their Cupid! In the Book
of Daniel he is called the “desire of
women” (Dan. 11:37). Moffatt trans-
lates the word as Tammuz — a Baby-
lonian name of Nimrod. He provoked
so many women to jedlousy that an idol
of him was often called the “image of
jealousy” (Ezekiel 8:5). Nimrod, the
hunter, was also their Valentine — their
strong or mighty hero! No wonder the
pagans commemorated their hero-hunter
Nimrod, ot Baal, by sending heart-
shaped love tokens to one another on
the evening of February 14 as a symbol
of him.

Nimrod, the mulatto son of Cush the
Ethiopian, was later a source of embar-
rassment to the pagans of Europe. They
didn’t want an African to worship.
Consequently, they substituted a sup-
posed son of Nimrod, a white child
named Horus, born after the death of
Nimrod. This white child then became
the “fair cupid” of European tradition.

It is about time we examined these
foolish customs of the pagans now
falsely labeled Christian. It is time we
quit this Roman and Babylonian fool-
ishness — this  7dolatry and got
back to the faith of Christ delivered
once for all time.

Let’s stop teaching our children these
pagan customs in memory of Baal the

sun god — the original St. Valentine —
and teach them instead what the Bible
really says! =

KING AMaziaH of Judah and King Joash of the
ten-tribed nation of Israel, accompanied by their
respective armies, had a surprise meeting about
ten miles from Jerusalem. (II Kings 14:1-11;
[T Chronicles 25:17-21.)

“Why have you brought your men to the soil of
Judah?” asked Amaziah haughtily.

The Jews Fight Israel

“To keep your army off the soil of my king-
dom,” Joash sternly replied.

The inevitable battle was only minutes old
when it was evident which side would win. The sol-
diers of Judah lacked the desire to fight. What
started as a large fray ended in a massive rout of
Amaziah’s men, many of whom escaped to the south.
Amaziah and his top officers had no choice but to
hastily follow.

But escape, if any, wasn’t going to be that
simple. Amaziah’s speeding chariot was surrounded

by Joash’s cavalry and forced to a halt. (II Kings
14:12, 1I Chronicles 25:22.) As he was taken pris-
oner, the king of Judah bitterly recalled the warn-
ings of the prophet. (II Chronicles 25:14-16.)

Joash and his army moved on to Jerusalem,
which he planned to invade. He found the barred
gates very strong and the walls unusually high, but
he didn’t allow those conditions to deter him. He
displayed the captive king of Judah before the
guards on the walls.

“Order your guards to open the gates” Joash
told Amaziah.

Shackled in his chariot, Amaziah refused to say
anything.

“Don’t you recognize your king in shackles?”
one of Joash’s officers shouted up to the guards.
“Open the gates, and we won’t kill him!”

The guards moved nervously about, but the
gates remained closed.

“There has been enough delay!” Joash barked.
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“A gate isn’t the only way into this city! Break down
the wall!” '

The high, thick wall was an irksome challenge
to Joash. He wanted to prove that it could be pene-
trated. By the use of heavy battering rams propelled
by lines of soldiers, a section of the wall about seven
hundred feet long was gradually and painfully
cracked into sections that thundered down into a
state of rubble. (II Kings 14:13, II Chronicles

A path was cleared through the debris. The at-
tackers poured inside the city, battling Amaziah’s
guards into submission. Then Joash, King of Israel
triumphantly rode over the rubble in his chariot, fol-
lowed by his officers and the shackled Amaziah,
King of Judah.

For hours Joash’s men ransacked Jerusalem.
The temple and the royal palace provided most of
the spoils. Just before the invaders left, they released

The thick walls of Jerusalem, considered too strong
of the battering rams of King Joash.
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Amaziah, who expected death any moment as he
watched his palace being looted.

“How do you know that I won’t muster another
army and come up to besiege Samaria?” Amaziah
asked Joash.

“I don’t,” Joash answered. “But if you do,
members of your family will be the first to die. I'm
taking most of them with me.” (II Kings 14:14, II
Chronicles 25:24.)

God Strengthens Israel

Although he had been defeated in war, had lost
most of his personal wealth, had been humiliated
and disgraced and had become unpopular with a
great part of his people, Amaziah managed, with
difficulty, to stay in power in Judah. Joash, ruler of
the ten tribes, died not long after invading Jerusa-
lem, but Amaziah no longer had any interest in war
nor in taking advantage of the loss of Joash’s firm
leadership. For fifteen more years he remained the
ruler of Judah, but with increasing opposition.

One day he was informed that there was a plot
to assassinate him by certain men who wanted to
come into power in Judah. Amaziah was so troubled
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by this report that he fled from Jerusalem to the
town of Lachish, about forty miles southwest of the
capital of Judah. It was very close to Philistia, and
only about seven miles from the east shore of the
Great Sea.

By means of watchful agents and high rewards,
Amazial’s residence was found and reported to his
opponents, who sent assassins to Lachish to carry
out their murderous orders. Amaziah’s body was
carried back to Jerusalem, where he was buried with
the former kings of Judah. (II Kings 14:17-20;
II Chronicles 25:25-28.)

Years before Amaziah’s death, the king of Is-
rael, Joash, had been succeeded by a son, Jeroboam,
who followed in the ways of the other King Jero-
boam who had begun his reign a hundred and
twenty-eight years previously. (II Kings 14:15-16,
23-24.) :

After the death of Joash, who had triumphed
over the Syrians, those ancient enemies again re-
turned from the east to reduce the northern nation
Israel to a weakened state. God inspired Jeroboam,
in spite of his wrong pursuits, with the desire to
shake off the control of the Syrians and restore the
boundaries of Israel to where Joshua had pro-
claimed, according to God’s instruction, they should
be.

This inspiration started out as a desire for
power and revenge. Jeroboam’s ambition was greatly
strengthened when a prophet named Jonah disclosed
to him that he, the king, was destined by God to
bring Israel out of its wretched state and expand it
once more almost to the size it was when Solomon
reigned.

Believing that the God of Israel would protect
him in whatever he did to develop Israel, Jeroboam’s
confidence was increased. Like so many people of
that time — and this — he respected and even be-
lieved God, but at the same time he chose to worship
only the gods he could see.

Over the years, through many surprise attacks
and battles, Jeroboam took back all the cities, towns
and land that had been captured by Syria. He freed
the Israelite prisoners, took the Syrian capital, Da-
mascus, and recaptured the city of Hamath, far to the
north. From there southward to the east coast of the
Dead Sea he reclaimed all territory that God had
given to the whole of Israel in Joshua’s time. (II
Kings 14:25-27.)

Prosperity and Idolatry

Jeroboam became the most powerful ruler of
the ten tribes since Israel had become divided. The
larger and more prosperous the northern kingdom
became, unfortunately, the more careless the people
became in their attitude toward God. Many reasoned
that the growing prosperity was due to an increase in
religious activity.

However, this often consisted of a strange, con-
trived worship of images that were supposed to rep-
resent a composite of God and pagan deities. This
would mean breaking the first three Command-
ments. God did not — and does not — reward such
worship with prosperity.

This was the last time the northern kingdom,
the House of Israel, was to experience such national
welfare and strength. The years of that kingdom
were numbered. Jonah, the prophet who had pre-
dicted that Jeroboam would beat Israel’s enemies
back, probably knew what Israel’s future would be,
and that God was allowing the nation to be strong
for a time before it would cease to be a nation unless
the people turned from idolatry.

Jonah must also have known that one way God
was making the Syrians conquerable was by allowing
Assyria, a nation to the east, to war with the Syrians.
This growing country was gradually swallowing up
surrounding regions and becoming powerful at the
same time Israel was gaining strength.

Like the people of Israel, the people of Assyria
became more corrupt as the nation became more
prosperous. The inhabitants of Nineveh, the sprawl-
ing capital of Assyria on the Tigris river, were espe-
cially lawless and reprobate. God was so displeased
with them that He decided to destroy the city, but
not without first warning the inhabitants so that any
innocent people would have a chance to escape.

Jonah was surprised when God told him that he
should make the long trip to Nineveh to warn the
Assyrian people what would soon happen, but the
more Jonah thought about it, the less enthusiasm he
had for the task. He reasoned that if the people
repented after his warning them, God might spare
them and he, Jonah, would be branded a false
prophet and lose his life. Besides, he hoped that
Nineveh woxnld be wiped out. Otherwise, the
Assyrians would probably triumph over the Syrians
and come westward to attack Israel.

This prospect was part of God’s plan. Through
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According 1o Josephos
Jonah, God had warned the Israelites about their
idolatry. They had refused to heed. Now God in-
tended to warn a Gentile people. If they were to
heed and be spated, it would be a sobering warning
for Israel.

The prophet knew that he couldn’t escape from
God, but he reasoned that if he could quickly get out
of Israel, God might choose another prophet there to
go to Nineveh. He made a hurried trip to the seaport
of Joppa on the coast of Dan. There he found a
sailing vessel about to set out for another port close
to what is now known as the Rock of Gibraltar in
Spain. That point was about as far as he could get
from Israel as fast as possible. Jonah hoped God
would forget about him. Furthermore, it was in the
opposite direction from Nineveh. (Jonah 1:1-3.)

Having paid his passage, Jonah went below
deck to rest. After his hasty trip to Joppa he was so
weary that he fell asleep at once. Later he awakened
to find the ship’s captain roughly shaking him. He
was aware of a howling wind, pounding waves and
violent rocking of the vessel.

Divine Fury Stops the Runaway

“Wake up, man!” the captain shouted. “How
can you sleep through this storm? If it gets any
worse, we'll capsize! Whoever your God is, pray to
him for your life! We've already had to throw the
cargo overboard to lighten the ship!”

Jonah struggled to his feet, crawled up the
hatchway and stared out at the billowing, spray-
shrouded water crashing every few seconds over the
deck of the vessel.

“Someone on this ship is causing a curse on us!”
the superstitious sailors complained to the captain.
“We must draw lots to find out who it is!”

The captain agreed, not knowing how right the
sailors were. Jonah drew the lot, through God’s
influence, to point out that be was the cause of the
trouble. The crew swarmed accusingly around him.
(Jonah 1:4-7.)

“Who are you?” the sailors asked. “Where did
you come from? Why do you want to go across the
Great Sea?”

“I am from Israel and I am a prophet of the
God of Israel,” Jonah answered. “I was foolishly
trying to escape from Him because of a difhicult
thing He required of me. Now I know that my God
has caused this storm to prevent my running away.”

“We've heard about how terrible your God can
be!” one of the frightened sailors exclaimed. “What
must be done to quell His anger ?”

“Throw me off the ship!” Jonah shouted above
the noise of the storm. “The wind will abate as soon
as [ am gone!”

The crew struggled stubbornly to move the ship
shoreward, but the east wind blowing from the land
was too much for them. These heathen sailors, who
had gods of their own, surprisingly raised their
voices to Jonah’s God to spare them and forgive
them for what they were reluctantly about to do.
Only then did they take hold of the repentant, pray-
ing prophet, lift him off his knees and swing him
over the leeward rail. The last they saw of him, he
was valiantly trying to keep his head above water,
though he knew he couldn’t continue doing so much
longer.

The sailors were amazed at how suddenly the
wind abated. They were so shaken by this miracle
that they built a small altar on the deck, offered a
sacrifice and vowed loyalty to God before sailing on
westward over a calm sea. (Jonah 1:8-16.)

After being swept away from the ship, Jonah
kept afloat for a short time. Just when he became too
weary to paddle and tread any longer, he had the
dreadful sensation of being sucked under the water
by some great force. From then on, for quite a time,
he wasn’t certain what was happening. Vaguely he
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felt that he had been drawn into some sort of soft,
dark, cramped area. After that he had the feeling of
considerable movement about him, as though his
container could be moving about with many twists
and turns.

The Miracle Fish

Hours went by. Jonah was certain that he was
under the surface of the sea, yet he was able to
breathe. Lventually he arrived at the fantastic con-
clusion that he had been swallowed by a very large
fish. Earnestly he prayed that he would be delivered

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him, carried him to some shore unfamiliar to him,
and had disgorged him on the beach! As Jonah
pondered these startling facts and how much he had
to be thankful for, the fish twisted violently to and
fro. Finally it managed to get back into deep water,
where it disappeared. (Jonah 1:17; 2:1-10.)

Abruptly Jonah was aware that he wasn’t alone.
He was surprised to see several men staring silently
at him from only a short distance away.

“Who are you, and what are you doing here,”
they demanded to know. Jonah called out in Assyrian,
“l am a prophet of the God of Israel, and 1 am sent
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Jonah realized that he was looking at the creature that had been carrying him for seventy-two hours in its belly.

from his captor before he was consumed by its diges-
tive process.

After what seemed a very long time, the
prophet was startled by violent motion, as though he
were being shot like an arrow from a giant bow.
After recovering from his confusion, he realized that
he was on a beach. Only a few feet away, in shallow
water, was a very large fish whose broad mouth,
directed toward Jonah, was slowly opening and
closing as it gasped for oxygen it could get only
through water. From the fish’s teeth hung shreds of
Jonah’s torn coat. The prophet knew then that he
hadn’t just imagined things. The fish had swallowed

by Him with a warning message for your king and
your people!”

From a brief conversation with these men he
was amazed to learn that he had been three full days
and nights inside the fish, and that he was now
standing on the south shore of what later was called
the Black Sea! God had brought him all the way
up through the Aegean Sea and had deposited him
just north of Assyria.

About eight and a half centuries later, Jesus
pointed out that there would be only one sign that
He was the Son of God. That sign was that He
would be in the grave for three days and three
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nights, before being resurrected, just as Jonah was
held inside a fish for three days and three nights
before being freed. (Matthew 12:38-41.)

The Great City Nineveh

It was painfully clear to Jonah that God had
brought him close to Assyria in spite of his efforts to
evade doing the thing God had told him to do. He
realized, at last, that it was futile to go against God’s
will. This was even plainer to him when the men
insisted on taking him to Nineveh. God’s purpose
was to use them in getting the prophet to Nineveh

to warn that city of impending destruction.

From the town of Sinope, near where Jonah had
landed, it was about five hundred miles south to As-

syria’s sprawling capital. There, on the streets teem-
ing with thousands of people, Jonah was pointed out
as the man brought to Assyria by a huge fish. Excited,
curious Assyrians gathered to stare. Jonah was irked
and embarrassed at being put on display, but he real-
ized that this situation was created for what he must
do.

Taking advantage of all the attention, Jonah
repeatedly shouted his message. “I have been sent
by the God of Israel to warn you that Nineveh will
be destroyed in forty days!” (Jonah 3:1-4.)

The surprised crowd was silent for a few sec-
onds. Then the people began to mutter, many of
them in anger.

The law of tithing simply means that
the great Gop who made us — who
gave us our life, our talents, our minds,
the strength with which we work, and
the very land and materials which we
employ in our work — requires us to
pay Him the first tenth of our increase
or income.

As far as the direct matter of tithin 4

by Roderick C. Meredith

is concerned, God does not consider
that we are “giving” anything — but
are PAYING our Creator a very nominal
amount which He requires as our Maker,
our Sustainer, our Landlord, our Protec-
tor and our God!

Nevertheless, the Almighty promises:
“Honour the Lord with thy substance,
and with the firstfruits of all thine in-
crease: 5o shall thy barns be FILLED with
plenty, and thy presses shall burst
out with new wine” (Prov. 3:9-10).

Many of our readers have further
demonstrated and proved God’s exis-
tence to themselves by OBEYING this
very principle in faith. A listener from
Portland, Oregon, writes us:

“Here is my tithe for the Work. It
seems every time I pay my tithe I
always get paid back in full. It never
has failed. It seems like while others
are breaking limbs and ending up in
the hospital [ get further ahead. Ifs

the best insuvance policy I have ever
taken out.”

Yes, if you are faithful in obeying
God and paying Him the first tenth —
or “tithe” — of your income — He
will BLESS your life in many physical
and material ways. He has PROMISED —
and God wever breaks His Word!

God’s Challenge

In Malachi 3, speaking to modern-
day Jacob or lsrael (verse 6), God de-
clares: “Will a man rob God? Yet ye
have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein
have we robbed thee? In TITHES and
OFFERINGS.” God here indicts our mod-
ern English-speaking people for RroB-
BING our very Creator and His Work
today! No wonder there is so little true
religion left on earth today! No wonder
there s so much confusion and deceit
going about in the name of Christian-
ity!

God continues: “Ye are cursed with a
curse: for ye have robbed me, even this
whole nation.”

Then God proMists /2 His Word:
“Bring ye all the TITHES into the store-
house, that there may be meat in mine
house, and prove me now herewith,
saith the Lord of hosts, if T will not
open you the windows of heaven, and
that there
shall not be room enough to receive it”
(Mal. 3:8-10).

Here is a blistering CHALLENGE from
Almighty God!

God says He wILL BLESS YOU if you
begin tithing — as He commands —
through f«irh in Him and in His Word.
Literally Aundreds of case histories may
be cited to show that God certainly does
bless the tither even in muaterial ways.
He may not always do so imwmediately.
You may have to obey Him and exercise
faith for a while.

Notice this joyful letter from one of
our listeners who took God’s promise
literally:

“A few weeks ago I was absolutely
broke financially. I received ten cents.
I was tempted not to tithe the one
cent. I did. Then a few days later I
received one dollar. Again, I was
tempted to keep the tithe because of
many needs. I just received forty dol-
lars and am getting the tithe off to
you as soon as possible. 1 have been
faithful and SO HAS GOD. If some-
one tells me God isn’t faithful, I AM
GOING TO LAUGH IN HIS FACE.”
{Emphasis ours.}

Now here is another letter showing
the BLESSINGs of obeying God’s tithing
law:

“God does bless the tither. Here is
one of my proofs. About two months
ago my husband was in need of some
work clothes, along with some other
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items. His paycheck just wasn’t enough
to meet these needs, sv he and I dis-
cussed these matters. After my husband
had gone to work, I went down on
my knees to God in honest and believ-
ing prayer, reminding Him of His
promises to us. In about two weeks,
my husband received a check for $216.
He was so surprised because it's the
first time anything like this has ever
happened to us. For a while he was
almost afraid to cash it, so I told him
about my prayers. He and I then fell
on our knees together before God,
thanking Him for His wonderful and
timely blessing. We sent in an offering
from the %216, then about one week
later we received a $50 check. Next
morning my husband cashed it to send
tithes. The next dav he received $40
from our house rent. Then, Monday,
our two sons got a job and made about
%20, each one decided to pay tithe
from it. The following week our older
son, who is now 15-yvears-of-age, got
a job making more than $100 per
month watering the golf course, and
my husband has more extra work than
he can possibly do. So we can truth-
fully say, ‘God does mean what He says
in Malachi 3:10.”

What the Bible Actually SAYS

In spite of the obvious BLESSINGS
that come to those who obey God’s tith-
ing law, some still have arguments or
questions. Wasn’t the idea of tithing an
invention of Aloses? Wasn’t it “done
away” by Jesus? Wasn’t it just for the
physical nation of Israel — a form of
taxation for both church and state?

Long before the “law of Moses” was
ever codified, Abraham — the father
of the faithful — was faithfully paying
TITHES to God! We read in Genesis
14:17-20 how Abraham honored God’s
High Priest Melchizedck after God had
delivered his enemies into his hand,
“And he gave Him TITHES of all.”

Later, as he began to serve God,
Jacob promised to serve the God of
Abraham and stated: “Of all that thou
shalt give me 1 will surely give the
TENTH {or tithe] unto thee” (Gen.
28:22).

Still later, when God femporarily in-
stituted the Levitical Priesthood, He di-
rected that the tithe be paid to them
during that time as His human represein-
tatives: “And all the TITHE of the land,
whether of the seed of the land, or of
the fruit of the tree, is the Lord’s: it is
holy unto the Lord. ... And concerning
the tithe of the herd, or of the flock,
even of whatsoever passeth under the
rod, the TENTH shall be holy unto the
Lord” (Lev. 27:30, 32).
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Now notice Numbers 18:21: “And,
behold, T have given the children of
Levi all the TENTH in Israel for an in-
heritance, for their service which they
serve, even the service of the tabernacle
of the congregation.”

Since God’s ministry during this time
was a physical ministry — of offering
sacrifices and oblations — and since the
Levites were falfilling this ministry as
theiy work, God’s TITHE went to them
as His representatires and servants.

New Testament Instructions

on Tithing

In the New Testament, God inspired
the Apostle Paul to show that the law
of tithing is now ultered or changed so
that the tithes are once agasiz to be paid
to God’s spiritual priesthood — as that
of Melchizedek to whom Abraham paid
tithes. This account is found in the sev-
enth chapter of Hebrews.

Paul describes how  Abraham  paid
tithes to Melchisedec (verse 2). Next,
he dcescribes how GREAT Melchisedec’s
pricsthcod  must  have heen
3-4). Then Paul shows that the
Levites themselres — through their an-
cestor Abraham — paid tithes to Mel-
chisedec, obviously a GREATER Priest in

(verses

view of this fact.

In verses 11-12, Paul shows that the
Levitical Priesthood was only temporary
and wever brought perfection. There-
fore, oNCE AGAIN the spiritual priest-
hood of Melchisedce has been reinsti-
tuted through Christ and the tithing law
is again CHANGED so that God’s tithes
revert as before to the spiritual priests
— the true ministers of Jesus Christ!

While the Apostle Paul was writing
to Jewish Christians who undcrstood at
least the letter of God’s Law and had no
“argument” about the FacT of the tith-
ing law, and while his main emphasis is
the greatiers of Christ’s spiritual min-
istry, nevertheless it is important to real-
ize that throughout this Nex Testament
passage Paul defmitely speaks of tithing
as 2 LAW ! And he shows that it is a Law
which has existed since dim antiquity,
during the days of Melchisedec and
STILL EXISTS although now charged

so that the tithes revert once again to
God’s spiritnal ministers who are doing
His Work today! For a more detailed

So anyone who fails to tithe is break-
ing an important LAw of the Creator
God! This is one reason for so many
personal and  financial CURSES on our
land today!

Jesus Christ Personally Taught
Tithing

Not fully understanding that Jesus
Christ is the “Word” of God — the
One who /nspired the Old Testament
— not realizing that the laws of God
are fully listed oNLy in the Old Testa-
ment and merely spiritually magnified
and explained in the New Testament,
some will still insist: “We want some
DIRECT statements by Christ which show
that He approved of the tithing law!”

All right — you shall have them!
Will you then BrLizve? Will you
OBEY?

In speaking to the scribes and Pha-
risees, who often made a self-rightcous
display of strictly keeping some of the
smaller points of God’s Law, Jesus said:
“Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and
anise and cummin, and have omitted the
weightier matters of the law, judgment,
mercy, and faith: these vught ye to have
done [these weightier matters], and
NOT TO LEAVE THE OTHER [carefully
tithing!} UNDONE” (Matt. 23:23).

Isn't that clear enough? Jesus said
that spiritual qualities such as mercy and
faith ought to be put ahead of carefully
and strictly paying tithes on every little
plant that might grow in your garden
— especially when that strictness led to
self-rightcousncss. But Christ said “Nort
to leave the other undone” — NOT to
fail to pay your full tithes as God has
commanded !

In Luke 11:42, this same command is
repeated in a similar manner — inspired
to be placed here also by God's Holy
Spirit!

Man would like to regard God’s tith-
ing law as of lJeast importance. But
speaking of even the smaller points of
God’s Law, Jesus stated: “Whosoever
therefore shall break one of these /east
commandments, and shall tcach men so,
he shall be called the least in the king-
dom of heaven: but whosoever shall po
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and TEACH them, the same shall be
called GREAT in the kingdom of
heaven” (Matt. 5:19).

How plain! If we are looking for an
argument, we will always find one. But
if we are willing to “bunger and thirst”
for righteousness, to obey even the
smaller points of God’s Law, we will be
BLESSED for so doing.

Do YOUR PART Fully

Yes, Jesus Christ taught tithing!
And, as we have seen, He commanded
His apostles to teach the nations “aALL
things whatsoever 1 have commanded
you.” He then promised: “I am with
you alway, even unto the end of the
world” (Matt. 28:20).

So, if we would have God’s blesiing
and live the ABUNDANT LIFE which
Jesus Christ promised, we should pay
God’s tithe faithfully and also do all the
OTHER things which Jesus taught.

Among these other teachings, rclating
to our job and success, Jesus said: “Let
your LIGHT so shine before men, that
they may see your GOOD WORKS, and
glorify your Father which is in heaven”
(Matt. 5:16). The true Christian, then,
is to be an EXAMPLE to others in all that
he says or does.

The LIvING Curist inspired the
Apostle Paul to write: “Servants [or
workers], obey in all things your mas-
ters [bosses or supervisors] according
to the flesh; not with eyeservice, as
menpleasers; but in singleness of heart,
fearing God: And whatsoever ye do, do
it HEARTILY, as to the Lord, and not
unto men” (Col. 3:22-23).

Christ’s Word aere instructs you to
put your whole heart into your work at
ALL times — whether the boss is around
or not! You are told to do this sicerely
and earnestly as if you were working for
God Himself. For, in fact, you are! The
true Christian life is a life “calling” —
or vocation in the fullest sense of the
term.

Be ZEALOUS in Your Work

In His Word, God states: “He be-
cometh poor that dealeth with a slack
hand: but the hand of the DILIGENT
maketh rich” (Prov. 10:4). Are you
really DILIGENT in your work?
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Again, God states: “Wealth gotten
by vanity shall be diminished: but he
that gathereth by LABOUR shall increase”
(Prov. 13:11). Many people today earn
their living in what might be termed
“marginal” occupations — such as gam-
bling, selling people things that they
don’t need, taking unnecessary profits as
a middleman of some sort, etc. But God
says that the basis of permanent wealth
and His blessing will be given to a man
who LABORS — really produces and ac-
complishes something worthwhile!

Now notice Proverbs 13:18: “Pov-
erty and shame shall be to him that
rcefuseth instruction: but he that regard-
eth reproof shall be honoured.” In this
proverb, you are advised by God to heed
the instructions of those over you in
your work or in any situation in life.
Learn to do the job ar your boss wants
it done! Learn to listen cavefully — to
THINK — to keep GROWING in knowl-
edge and ability on the job!

A very imposrtans principle for daily
living is brought out in Proverbs 15:22:
“Without counsel purposes are disap-
pointed: but in the multitude of coun-
sellors they are established” When a
big decision comes up involving your
business or farm — or selling your
house or changing jobs — learn to get
advice from many gquarters! Learn to
weigh this advice carefully and objec-
tively — asking God's guidance and
wisdom, [Ed. Note: Request our free
article, “How to Make Wise Decisions.” ]

Finally, God commands: “Lore not
sleep, lest thou come to poverty; open
thine eyes, and thou shalt be satisfied
with bread” (Prov. 20:13). Learn to
get np early, to work diligently and to
PRODUCE in your job or business!

Then be hbonest —
Commandments and strive to show love,

OBEY the Ten

friendliness and fairness toward all with
whom you come in contact. This is
YOUR PART in making a success in this
physical life.

Then, obey God’s financial law of
tithing — recognizing that a// the
strength and ability with which you pro-
duce in your line of work, 4// the mate-
rials you use, 4/l the food you eat and
air you breathe in order to gain strength
— all this comes from God who only
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asks that you pay Him ONE TENTH of
what you produce in return!

believing strongly in God and yet be-
come a Communist — an atheist?

Certainly, whatever happens, Bible
prophecy  shows that the coming
United States of Europe — referred to
in King James’ language as the “BEAsT”
of Revelation 13 and 17 — will have
strong religions (or “Christian”) con-
nections. Sitting astride a United Eu-
rope will be a great Church or Church
system — prophesied two thousand
years ago (see Rev. 17).

But, who is the “Beast” mentioned in
the 13th and 17th chapters of Revela-
tion?

Many Bible commentaries point out
that the “Beast” of the 13th and 17th
chapters of Revelation is “the Roman
Empire” Tt is also interesting that a
Roman Catholic Bible (New Testament,
Confraternity edition — published by
the Catholic Book Publishing Comi-
pany) has an interesting footnote com-
ment on Rev. 17:11 as follows: “The
beast spoken of here seems to be the
Roman Empire, as in chapter 13.”

The Modern Roman Empire

Let’s speak plainly: the prophecies
of your Bible reveal that in this end-
time there would be the seventh and
final revival (or resurrection) of the
Roman Empire. The previous six revivals
(“heads” in prophetic symbolism) were
those led by Justinian, Charlemagne,
Otto the Great, Charles the Great,
Napoleon, Mussolini-Hitler — and the
final seventh head is now in the process
of being formed right before your very
eyes !

In the second chapter of Daniel, we
find this same world kingdom depicted
as the ten foes of the great image —
representing the ten kings ultimately to
unite at the very end of this age of
man’s 6,000-year period of misrule!

This is also depicted as a “Beast” in
Revelation 17:8-17. Here we see a
“Beast” — picturing the Roman Empire
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— which is to ascend out of a “bot-
tomless pit.” But it will go into per-
dition or destruction. When the in-
habitants of the earth see this “Beast”
— this Fascist form of government —
come out of a condition of virtual
nonexistence, they’'re going to be
dumbfounded. They “shall wonder”!
(Verse 8.)

Yes, the whole world will be utterly
amazed when they see this “Beast” res-
urrected or revived — for the /ast time,
thank God!
