Modern t e c h n i c a l  f a c i l i t i e s  d i d  
n o t  y e t  e n a b l e  u s  t o  b r i n g  t o g e t h e r  by microwave and s a t e l l i t e  e v e r y  f e a s t  
s i t e  on e a r t h .  BUT f o r  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e ,  on t h e  f i r s t  d a y  and t h e  L a s t  
Great  Day, a l l  f e s t i v a l  s i t es  i n  t h e  Un i t ed  S t a t e s ,  Canada and England 
w e r e  j o i n e d  t o g e t h e r  by t e l e v i s i o n  cameras and mot ion  p i c t u r e  s c r e e n s  a t  
t h e  v a r i o u s  s i tes--al l  b u t  H a w a i i ,  where t h e y  h e a r d  t h e  a u d i o  p o r t i o n  
o n l y .  

A few mechan ica l  d i f f i c u l t i e s  caused  a d e l a y  on t h e  open ing  d a y .  B u t  
from a l l  r e p o r t s  t h e  L a s t  G r e a t  Day t r a n s m i s s i o n  w a s  t e c h n i c a l l y  OK and 
a l l  o f  you were a s  i f  you w e r e  r i g h t  w i t h  u s  a t  t h e  moment h e r e  i n  Tucson.  
When I spoke ,  t h e y  t e l l  m e ,  by TV camera close up ,  my f a c e  appea red  l i v e  
many t i m e s  l a r g e r  on  your  s c r e e n  t h a n  i f  I had been p h y s i c a l l y  t h e r e .  I 
hope i t  w a s  a l l  s a t i s f a c t o r y ,  and many r e p o r t s  s a y  it w a s .

But t h e  main t h i n g  i s  t h a t  w e  a l l  had t h e  a t t i t u d e ,  f e e l ,  and s p i r i t  
of BEING TOGETHER--one of U N I T Y  i n  CHRIST!

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The P R I N T E D  WORD h a s  done  more t o  b u i l d  and  i n s p i r e  God's Church  
t h a n  a n y  o t h e r  means.  R a d i o  and  TV have  b e e n  e f f e c t i v e - - t h e  f i r s t  ap-  
p r o a c h .  But  t h e  b o o k l e t s ,  C o r r e s p o n d e n c e  C o u r s e ,  The P L A I N  TRUTH a n d ,  
i n  t h e  Church  i t s e l f  The GOOD NEWS, t h e  WORLDWIDE NEWS, and  f o r  t h e  
m i n i s t r y  t h e  PASTOR GENERAL'S REPORT--not t o  m e n t i o n  e v e n  f u l l  books--  
have  done  more t o  f o l l o w  u p  a f i r s t  t e m p o r a r y ,  c a s u a l  i n t e r e s t  i n t o  a 
c o m p l e t e l y  changed  and  d e d i c a t e d  l i f e  t h a n  r a d i o  and  TV by f a r !

I n  a s e n s e ,  d o e s n ' t  t h a t  make them almost  t h e  MOST IMPORTANT PEOPLE 
ON EARTH? 

So i t  came t o  my mind t h a t  t h e y  need  a REAL MAGAZINE of t h e i r  own. 
N o t  e v e n  a t a b l o i d  ' 'newspaper ' '  t y p e  paper - -a  REAL MAGAZINE! F u l l  c o l o r .

N e w s  o f  God ' s  Work i n  F r e n c h - s p e a k i n g  A r e a s  

Record -b reak ing  T i m e s  God's  Work i n  t h e  F r e n c h - s p e a k i n g  areas  h a s  e x p e r i -  
enced  much g r o w t h  s i n c e  M r .  H e r b e r t  Armst rong  h a s  begun t o  p u t  t h e  Church  
back  on t h e  r i g h t  t r a c k .  W e  have  a c h i e v e d  records i n  many areas  s u c h  a s  
t h e  number of r e n e w a l s  r e c e i v e d  from f o r m e r  PV s u b s c r i b e r s  (11% r e s p o n s e  
i n  F r a n c e ,  o v e r  1 5 %  r e s p o n s e  i n  Guadeloupe  and  M a r t i n i q u e ,  and  a b o u t  8 %  
r e s p o n s e  i n  S w i t z e r l a n d ) ,  i n  t h e  income ( J u n e  1980  income i n  Geneva up 
67 .5% o v e r  J u n e  1979)  and  t h e  a t t e n d a n c e  a t  s e r v i c e s  i n  a l l  F r e n c h  
c h u r c h e s  i n c l u d i n g  Canada.  W e  are c e r t a i n l y  v e r y  g r a t e f u l  t o  God f o r  
a l l  t h e s e  b l e s s i n g s .  
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The French PT The French PT is now published in the U.S.A. by the R. R. 
Donnelley & Sons Co. The September issue reached France in less than four 
days--and its production cost was much lower than when printed in England. 

News From Martinique Immigration officers in Martinique have become in- 
creasingly suspicious of the cassettes we send to the country. Apparently 
there is a high black market on U . S .  cassettes containing music which is 
hurting record merchants in Martinique. So in order to receive the 
sermon cassettes we send to the Church, Mr. Carbonnel must personally 
prove there is no music on them. He routinely brings his own cassette 
player with him to the excise office and plays the cassettes in front 
of an immigration officer before they are finally released. 

The Jehovah's Witnesses in Martinique are publishing much libelous and 
slanderous material in the local newspapers against Mr. Armstrong and the 
Church, referring to the false accusations made by the Attorney General. 
Mr. Carbonnel has warned the brethren not to be offended by these assaults 
of the Adversary. In general, our members are holding on to the truth be- 
cause they realize that God's Church and true Christians are to receive 
persecution in the end times. 

Hurricane Allen has now caused at least a one-month delay in the daily 
broadcasting of "Le Monde a Venir" on Radio-Caraibes. The breakdown was 
due to damage done to a transmitting station. Fortunately there were no 
deaths due to the hurricane, although Martinique's banana plantations were 
almost 100% destroyed. 

And in the vast unprotected and unpatrolled forests of Martinique, several  
marijuana plantations have been discovered. Increasingly, the drug cul- 
ture is invading and becoming a way of life in Martinique. 

Cameroon Mr. Ray Clore is busily making plans to have trained personnel 
and an efficient office going once we are officially and legally recog- 
nized in Cameroon. Due to the poor mail system (a problem as well in the 
Antilles), a French office would greatly enhance the chance of our readers 
receiving the literature we send them. Presently, international mail 
coming in from Paris takes from 6 to 60 days to reach its destination. 
Sometimes it doesn't even get through! 

Mr. Clore wrote relating his situation in Cameroon: "AS you can tell, I'm 
again in Douala. Washington wants to have me transferred permanently down 
here. Yaounde wants to have me back around August 1. It's nice to be 
wanted but living out of a suitcase and not knowing where we can really 
settle down here in Cameroon is not too pleasant. I think it is somewhat 
amusing to see how God manipulates the U.S. government personnel process 
to keep me going back and forth from Yaounde to Douala to be able to pastor 
the flock effectively here--at U.S. government expense!" 

Miracle in Guadeloupe Mr. Dubois, our minister in Guadeloupe, writes: 
"God intervened miraculously for the Moradel family in Guadeloupe. Their 
s o n ,  Freddy, 22 years old and not a member, was helping his father con- 
struct a small vault at the cemetery in Baie-Mahault. He was putting up 
metallic braces with iron shafts. It was while adjusting one of these 
iron shafts that it came in contact with a high voltage electric wire 
several meters above his head. The current in the wire was 30,000 volts. 
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A b i g  n o i s e  l i k e  t h a t  o f  a cannon e x p l o d i n g  w a s  h e a r d  hundreds  o f  meters 
a round .  The young m a n ' s  c l o t h i n g  d i s i n t e g r a t e d ,  and he  f e l l  o v e r  1 9  f e e t ,  
and l a n d e d  i n  some g r a s s .  H e  o n l y  r e c e i v e d  some minor  b u r n s  o n  h i s  c h e s t  
and r i g h t  l e g .  W e  c a n  g l o r i f y  God f o r  a lways  i n t e r v e n i n g  and p r o t e c t i n g  
u s  m i r a c u l o u s l y .  'I

ON THE SPOT I N  BONN: NOT YET TIME FOR STRAUSS--Unwilling t o  t a k e  p o l i t -  
i c a l  r i s k s  i n  a n  i n c r e a s i n g l y  u n c e r t a i n  w o r l d ,  West German v o t e r s ,  on  
Sunday, Oc tobe r  5 ,  r e t u r n e d  C h a n c e l l o r  Helmut Schmid t  t o  a new f o u r - y e a r  
t e r m  o f  o f f i c e .  The e l e c t o r a l  c h a l l e n g e  o f  F r a n z  J o s e f  S t r a u s s  w a s  
d e c i s i v e l y  t u r n e d  back .  

I w a s  a t  t h e  C h r i s t i a n  Democratic Union h e a d q u a r t e r s  i n  Bonn when t h e  
f i r s t  e l e c t i o n  r e s u l t s  poured  o u t  o v e r  t h e  t e l e v i s i o n  m o n i t o r s  s h o r t l y  
a f t e r  p o l l s  c l o s e d  a t  6 : O O  p.m. By 6:45, t h e  s o p h i s t i c a t e d  compute r s  
employed by t h e  t w o  key  t e l e v i s i o n  ne tworks  had a l r e a d y  c l e a r l y  and  
a c c u r a t e l y  projected t h e  outcome--bad news f o r  t h e  CDU and i t s  B a v a r i a n  
s is ter  p a r t y ,  t h e  CSU ( C h r i s t i a n  S o c i a l i s t  U n i o n ) .  A few m i n u t e s  l a t e r ,  
as I w a s  s t a n d i n g  n e a r  t h e  e n t r a n c e  t o  t h e  CDU b u i l d i n g ,  a c a r a v a n  o f  c a r s  
sped  up. Out from t h e  f i r s t  one  s t e p p e d  a l i v e l y  Herr S t r a u s s ,  s m i l i n g  
g r a c i o u s l y ,  t hough  he  a l r e a d y  knew h i s  e lec tora l  f a t e .  

The "Wahlpar ty"  ( E l e c t i o n  P a r t y )  t h a t  e v e n i n g  a t  CDU h e a d q u a r t e r s  w a s  n o t  
t o  be a p a r t i c u l a r l y  happy o n e .  But  a s  Wolfgang Thomsen ( f rom o u r  Bonn 
o f f i c e )  and  I walked i n t o  t h e  Soc ia l  Democratic P a r t y  b u i l d i n g  j u s t  down 
t h e  s t ree t ,  w e  n o t i c e d  t h a t  t h e  mood t h e r e  among t h e  p a r t y  f a i t h f u l  w a s  
s t r a n g e l y  subdued.  T h e i r  champion had won, b u t  t h e  German e l ec to ra t e  had 
h a r d l y  g i v e n  t h e  s l a t e  o f  SPD c a n d i d a t e s  a r i n g i n g  endor semen t .  The SPD 
made o n l y  f r a c t i o n a l  g a i n s  o v e r  t h e  l a s t  e l e c t i o n  i n  1 9 7 6 .  
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The r e a l  w i n n e r s  of  t h e  e l e c t i o n  w e r e  t h e  Free Democrats (FDP),  t h e  s m a l l  
p a r t y  which o p e r a t e s  i n  c o a l i t i o n  w i t h  S c h m i d t ' s  S o c i a l i s t s .  The news 
magazine d e r  S p i e g e l  made a c o v e r  change ha l fway t h r o u g h  t h e i r  copy r u n  
and r a n  a p i c t u r e  of  Free Democratic P a r t y  head (and  F o r e i g n  M i n i s t e r )  
H a n s - D i e t r i c h  Genscher  w i t h  t h e  t i t l e ,  d e r  S i e g e r  (The W i n n e r ) .  The Free 
Democrats i n c r e a s e d  t h e i r  s h a r e  of t h e  t o t a l  v o t e  t o  1 0 . 6 %  from 7 . 9 %  i n  
1 9 7 6 .  N o t  bad f o r  a p a r t y  t h a t  some b e l i e v e d  o n l y  a few months ago  might  
n o t  even c l ea r  t h e  5 %  h u r d l e  n e c e s s a r y  f o r  r e p r e s e n t a t i o n .  

C l e a r l y  what German v o t e r s  had done w a s  t o  t r y  t o  s t r e n g t h e n  t h e  modera te  
c e n t e r  o f  German p o l i t i c s .  They d i d  n o t  want t o  g i v e  t h e  SPD more power 
s i n c e  t h e y  f e a r e d  t h e  p a r t y ' s  l e f t - w i n g  would impose m o r e  s o c i a l i s t i c  
measures  on t h e  German economy and s o c i e t y .  (Schmidt  h imse l f  i s  on t h e  
c o n s e r v a t i v e  s i d e  of  t h e  SPD.) Y e t ,  a s i z e a b l e  b l o c  of  v o t e r s  s imply  
c o u l d  n o t  c o n s c i e n t i o u s l y  s u p p o r t  H e r r  S t r a u s s ,  whom t h e y  c o n s i d e r e d  t o  
be  too  f a r  t o  t h e  r i g h t .  Thus many Germans, i n c l u d i n g  a t  l e a s t  500,000 
r e g u l a r  CDU f o l l o w e r s ,  c a s t  t h e i r  v o t e s  (or  more c o r r e c t l y  t h e i r  second 
vo te s )  f o r  t h e  FDP. I n  d o i n g  s o ,  t h e y  b e l i e v e d  t h e  modera t e  F r e e  D e m o -  
c r a t s  would a c t  a s  enough o f  a b r a k e  on t h e  S o c i a l i s t s ,  w i t h o u t  t a k i n g  a 
r i s k  on M r .  S t r a u s s ,  whom t h e y  b e l i e v e d  t o  b e  u n p r e d i c t a b l e .  

( I n  W e s t  Germany, e a c h  v o t e r  c a s t s  t w o  b a l l o t s  i n  t h e  n a t i o n a l  e l e c t i o n ,  
one  d i r e c t l y  f o r  a r e p r e s e n t a t i v e  t o  P a r l i a m e n t  from h i s  l oca l  c o n s t i t u -  
ency ,  t h e  second f o r  a l i s t  of c a n d i d a t e s  p u t  up by e a c h  p a r t y  i n  t h e  
l a n d ,  or s t a t e ,  i n  which he l i v e s .  Half  of  a l l  Bundes tag  members are  
d i r e c t l y  e l e c t e d  v i a  t h e  f i r s t  b a l l o t ,  t h e  o t h e r  h a l f  a r e  drawn from t h e  
p a r t y  l i s t s  p r o p o r t i o n a l  t o  t h e  v o t e s  c a s t  f o r  e a c h  l i s t .  The FDP 
s t r e n g t h  comes e n t i r e l y  from t h i s  second b a l l o t ;  it h a s  no d i r e c t l y  
e l e c t e d  members. What happened i n  t h i s  e l e c t i o n  w a s  t h a t  many CDU 
v o t e r s ,  l o y a l  t o  t h e i r  p a r t y  b u t  s u s p i c i o u s  of S t r a u s s ,  s p l i t  t h e i r  
v o t e s ,  s e n d i n g  a CDU r e p r e s e n t a t i v e  t o  t h e  Bundestag on t h e  f i r s t  b a l l o t ,  
w h i l e  v o t i n g  f o r  t h e  FDP l i s t  on t h e  second .  A n t i c i p a t i n g  t h i s  f a c t o r ,  
t h e  C D U  had p r i n t e d  campaign p o s t e r s  a p p e a l i n g  f o r  v o t e r s  t o  c a s t  b o t h  
t h e i r  b a l l o t s  f o r  t h e  C D U ,  b u t  o b v i o u s l y  t h i s  d i d n ' t  work.)  

The r e s u l t  w a s  t h e  w o r s t  showing f o r  t h e  CDU/CSU s is ter  p a r t i e s  s i n c e  
t h e  f i r s t  West German e l e c t i o n  i n  1 9 4 9 .  N e v e r t h e l e s s ,  t h e  CDU/CSU 
a l l i a n c e ,  w i t h  4 4 . 5  p e r  c e n t  of t h e  vo te  (down f r o m  48.6 i n  1 9 7 6 )  and 
2 2 6  seats  i n  t h e  Bundes tag  r ema ins  t h e  s i n g l e  l a r g e s t  p a r t y  i n  p a r l i a -  
ment,  r e t a i n i n g  t h e i r  edge  over t h e  SPD, which p u l l e d  4 2 . 9  of t h e  v o t e  
(almost t h e  same as  t h e i r  4 2 . 6  t a l l y  i n  1 9 7 6 )  and 218 sea ts .  Thus 
S c h m i d t ' s  S o c i a l i s t s  c o n t i n u e  t o  govern  o n l y  w i t h  t h e  h e l p  o f  t h e  Free 
Democrats, who upped t h e i r  seats i n  t h e  Bundes tag  t o  5 3  from 3 9 .  

" H a r d e s t  P e r i o d "  Ahead f o r  C h a n c e l l o r  Schmidt  

Herr S t r a u s s  found o u t  how h a r d  i t  i s  t o  u n s e a t  a s u c c e s s f u l  incumbent  
r i d i n g  a t  t h e  crest  of  h i s  power and p r e s t i g e .  H e  found h i m s e l f  i n  t h e  
same s h o e s  a s  A d l a i  S t e v e n s o n  i n  1956 r u n n i n g  o p p o s i t e  P r e s i d e n t  E i sen -  
hower. Y e t  H e r r  S t r a u s s  w a s  r i g h t  when h e  sa id  a f t e r  t h e  e l e c t i o n  t h a t  
M r .  Schmidt  " i s  now f a c e d  w i t h  t h e  h a r d e s t  p e r i o d  of h i s  p o l i t i c a l  l i f e -  
t i m e .  '' 

S t r u c t u r a l  p roblems are  b e g i n n i n g  t o  a p p e a r  i n  t h e  W e s t  German economy. 
For  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e  i n  1 5  y e a r s  t h e  F e d e r a l  Repub l i c  h a s  c h a l k e d  up a t r a d e  
d e f i c i t .  I n  f o r e i g n  r e l a t i o n s ,  Bonn f a c e s  severe problems from E a s t e r n  
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Europe t o  t h e  Middle  E a s t .  The e r u p t i o n  of w a r  i n  t h e  o i l - l a d e n  P e r s i a n  
Gulf c a s t s  a huge p a l l  o v e r  t h e  e c o n o n i e s  of a l l  of Western  Europe.  
Because of h i s  y e a r s  of e x p e r i e n c e  on  t h e  j ob ,  West Germans w e r e  n o t  
a b o u t  t o  t u r n  o u t  Herr Schmid t ,  one of  t h e i r  m o s t  s u c c e s s f u l  c h a n c e l l o r s  
e v e r ,  a t  t h i s  t i m e .  S t r a u s s  r e p r e s e n t e d  too  much of a r i s k  now. A s  one  
l a d y  t o l d  m e ,  s h e  w a s  v o t i n g  SPD b u t  would p r o b a b l y  have gone w i t h  t h e  
CDU had i t  n o t  been f o r  S t r a u s s  p e r s o n a l l y .  

The Free Democrats, f e e l i n g  t h e i r  oa ts ,  are  c e r t a i n  t o  a s k  f o r  more power 
w i t h i n  t h e  SPD-FDP c o a l i t i o n .  T h i s  c o u l d  make l i f e  a l i t t l e  r o u g h e r  f o r  
H e r r  Schmidt  who a lways  h a s  a t ass le  w i t h  h i s  p a r t y ' s  t roub le some  l e f t  
wing. A l s o ,  s i n c e  t h e  FDP drew so much of  a " p r o t e s t  v o t e "  from t h e  C D U ,  
i t  must  be more s e n s i t i v e  t o  t r a d i t i o n a l  c o n s e r v a t i v e  d e s i r e s .  Hence more 
t r o u b l e  f o r  Schmidt. T h i s  means,  e d i t o r a l i z e d  t h e  T i m e s  o f  London, t h a t  
Ira change of c o a l i t i o n  p a r t n e r  becomes i n  p r i n c i p l e  easier t o  c o n t e m p l a t e .  
However t h e  i n t e n t i o n  i s  c l e a r l y  t o  s t i c k  w i t h  t h e  p r e s e n t  c o a l i t i o n  f o r  
t h e  n e x t  f o u r  y e a r s .  A b r e a k  i s  l i k e l y  o n l y  i f  H e r r  Schmidt  s t e p s  down 
f o r  r e a s o n s  of  h e a l t h  o r  p r i n c i p l e  and i f  l i f e  w i t h  t h e  l e f t  t h e n  becomes 
i n t o l e r a b l e .  It 

S t r a u s s ' s  F u t u r e  

And what of t h e  f u t u r e  of F r a n z  J o s e f  S t r a u s s ?  R i g h t  now, i t ' s  b l e a k ,  
a development  t h e  Bava r i an  h a s  f a c e d  numerous t i m e s  i n  h i s  l o n g  up-and- 
down career. Under normal  c o n d i t i o n s ,  S t r a u s s  s t a n d s  l i t t l e  chance  of 
becoming t h e  CDU-CSU s t a n d a r d  b e a r e r  f o u r  y e a r s  hence .  

The o n l y  chance  Herr S t r a u s s  h a s  i s  t o  r e t a i n  h i s  power b a s e  i n  B a v a r i a ,  
t h e  R e p u b l i c ' s  b i g g e s t  s ta te ,  and t o  c o n t i n u e  t o  speak  o u t  a g a i n s t  
S c h m i d t ' s  p o l i c i e s  from w i t h i n  t h e  B u n d e s r a t ,  Bonn ' s  uppe r  chamber.  
I n c r e a s e d  wor ld  t u r m o i l  i s  c e r t a i n l y  i n  h i s  f a v o r .  S t r a u s s  w i l l ,  a s  he 
d i d  c o n t i n u a l l y  d u r i n g  t h e  campaign,  warn t h a t  t h e  l e f t - l e a n i n g  S o c i a l i s t s  
a r e  c u t t i n g  Germany's moor ings  from t h e  W e s t  and from America i n  p a r t i c -  
u l a r .  A t  t h e  p r e s e n t  t i m e ,  w i t h  r e l a t i v e  p r o s p e r i t y  s t i l l  t o  b e  e n j o y e d ,  
West German v o t e r s  d i d n ' t  f e e l  S t r a u s s  had enough of a n  a rgument .  T h i s  
c o u l d  change ,  e s p e c i a l l y  i f  R u s s i a  e n d s  up w i t h  a s t r a n g l e  h o l d  o n  P e r s i a n  
Gulf o i l  and  h o l d s  Germany and t h e  W e s t  a t  ransom, demanding t h a t  NATO be 
dismembered, f o r c i n g  t h e  Americans t o  leave Europe.  

F i n a l l y  f e e l i n g  t h e  c h i l l i n g  embrace of  Moscow, t h e  German p e o p l e  may y e t  
c a l l  f o r  t h e  B a v a r i a n  s t rongman-- the one  t h e y  f e a r e d  i n  good t imes--to 
r e s c u e  them from t h e i r  cr is is .  H e r r  S t r a u s s  may y e t  be  Germany's--and 
Europe '  s--"man f o r  emergenc ie s .  It
